jlcop says Better be careful, doesn't Black Peter come from Spain!?  
BnEgscale says I am happy the way mine turned out except that the face was a little 
wider than I planed. 
cjwalas says He does indeed, JL! Maybe that's the real reason I'm going!  
Torby says Mine is about how I pictured. 
BnEgscale says As always I admire the hair treatment that Y does. Some day I will get a 
feel for that. 
cjwalas says Mine didn't turn out at all as I had envisioned. 
Ms. pcentral says I think mine was Ok 
Rick Raively says Snoopy's nose is a bit longer than what I wanted  
cjwalas says Let's take a look at them. Who's first? 
jlcop says fattest figure I've made so far and he still too skinny  
BnEgscale says So did you change by plan or not follow your original idea? 
cjwalas says I changed plans almost immediately after I started!  
BnEgscale says Tom posted first so let's start there. 
Ms. pcentral says ha ha ha, NOW THAT"S FUNNY JL!!!!!!! LOL 
Rick Raively says bob, at first I thought you made a huge Santa - sitting on the 
boxcar 
Ms. pcentral says I NEVER had a plan 
Torby says I'm always making people of fairly small stature. It was different making a 6 
footer.

Torby says In person he has blue eyes. Not sure why they're blank in the photo  
cjwalas says Ah, thanks! I was a little worried there. 
Torby says Maybe I should have used a darker blue. 
cjwalas says I'm actually most impressed with the toy train! How big is it? 
Rick Raively says camera shy eyes? 
Torby says I think I need to pick up a new point brush. It's a little hard to do small details 
lately. 
cjwalas says Maybe he was blinking?  
Torby says Maybe he blinked. 
cjwalas says Did you have any difficulty with the kneeling pose, Tom? 
BnEgscale says I liked the train also. I was originally going to have Santa holding a train 
in his hand but decided it would take to long to model the train. 
Rick Raively says WOW, I wanted to try moveable joints, but blinking eyes - never 
thought of that 
Torby says Yes. The kneeling pose was hard to get tight enough. I figured on having his 
toes curled under instead of pointing back. 
cjwalas says It's not a very easy pose to make look natural and convincing. You did 
well. 
cjwalas says OK, I posted next;

Torby says As I was starting on the fingers, I realized, "No, I want him to wear mittens!" 
Torby says Your eye detail!

trying to get a Rogue County engine to operate, but I got some emergency 
weathering jobs over the weekend, so I copped out and just did a regular Santa. 
Rick Raively says He looks most impressed with that steam thingy, the reindeer 
could be in trouble 
Torby says Hmmm. Maybe red railroad garb... 
cjwalas says I'm a little disappointed in him as his expression doesn't really say too 
much. 
Rick Raively says how wide is his head? 
cjwalas says Wait a minute! Didn't JL post first?!?!? 
Torby says The way he's looking at the pressure gauge, he's delighted that it's starting to 
go up. 
Torby says I think JL did. 
cjwalas says His head is Santa-five inches wide.  
cjwalas says I like seeing the different approaches that we've taken for Santa's fur 
trim. 
Rick Raively says I am asking because I think my figure heads are skinny and I am 
thinking of making them wider for more detail 
Torby says I made it whiter than the beard. You made it darker. 
cjwalas says If you look closely, you can see that I started making RR gloves! 
Rick Raively says I was thinking they were RR gloves 
Torby says He should be wearing RR gloves running the loco.

The ones that bend 
any which way 
Torby says That's why I gave him a dark wash. But I made his beard grayish. 
jlcop says I was thinking of having him holding a pipe but just left it as his mitten hand 
Torby says I think he looks like he'd be holding something in his right hand. 
cjwalas says the two characters look almost as if they're doing the same thing? 
jlcop says I should have redone his shoulders, he looks too much like a Bachman figure 
Torby says Maybe he'd be holding his pipe and pointing with his stem making a point. 
Rick Raively says oops, JL you said the wrong word 
Torby says Oh. I see what's going on... 
cjwalas says JL, you need to make a figure using TWICE as much polyclay.  
Rick Raively says or make two figures and smash them together 
Torby says The guy is knocking his ashes off into the crate of dynamite, and Santa's 
attempting to intervene. 
cjwalas says OK, let's look at Bob's!

jlcop says I think Bob's deserves the award for most jolly  
Ms. pcentral says He looks great!!! Love the face, with the glasses 
Rick Raively says what scale is the boxcar? 
cjwalas says The only thing I would say is that he's also a little on the thin side (to be 
the REAL Santa). 
Rick Raively says a couple of my cookies will fix that problem Chris 
BnEgscale says I had a tough time with the mouth. I wanted more of a smile but the 
mustache killed it. The small train is N Scale. 
Torby says I never quite get fat figures bulked enough. I think it has to do with being a 
skinny twerp. 
jlcop says I have the same problem but not the same reason  
Torby says I think he's laughing. Maybe not quite a ho ho ho, but a deep chuckle. 
cjwalas says I'm not sure what it is about doing rotund figures, but I agree that it's 
not as easy as one might think. I found myself tripling the mass on my Santa from 
what I originally imagined.

cjwalas says The finish on the figures is very nice. 
cjwalas says Are they painted or colored clay? 
Torby says I'd give him an A for originality. None of the rest of us thought of Snoopy and 
Woodstock. 
Rick Raively says its my wife's favorite decoration outside 
Ms. pcentral says I love Woodstock 
Rick Raively says painted 
jlcop says Most original concept, also I think it is harder than it looks to do a well known 
figure of a cartoon 
Ms. pcentral says Does he get extra credit for doing 2 figures? 
cjwalas says Too true, JL! I know a lot of professional sculptors and they all agree 
that cartoons are the most difficult. 
Rick Raively says Steve said that I need lights on the house - which btw is 2mm 
styrene - some guy laser cut it for me  
cjwalas says Stop trying to give Rick more credit! 
Torby says (I did 3 if you count the train) 
Rick Raively says hahaha 
cjwalas says The difficulty in sculpting cartoons is translating 2 dimensions into 3. 
Rick Raively says I worked off a picture that I found 
cjwalas says While most of the best known cartoons have all been translated for toys, 
etc. that first time is tough! 
cjwalas says How big are the figures, Rick? 
jlcop says You have to take a figure that is well known so any error will be picked upon 
and then make it 3D 
Rick Raively says Woodstock is 1 inch high ,  1 3/4 with the antlers 
Rick Raively says snoopy is 2 1/2 
cjwalas says Well, I guess that's all the Santa's then... 
Ms. pcentral says  
Torby says Yo's! 
jlcop says uh hem ....Y 
cjwalas says JUST KIDDING!

cjwalas says The facial proportions are really great.

Rick Raively says Nice touch with Santa giving the girl some candy 
cjwalas says Yes, it's not a look I would go for Santa's hair, but Y makes it work 
perfectly.

Torby says I put pegs in their feet or glue them to something  
BnEgscale says This is one of the best figures she has posted with hands in proportion. 
cjwalas says You've really caught something in the eyes and expression, Y. 
cjwalas says Very sympathetic. 
Torby says An artist suggested why I'm having trouble with my paint clumping up on 
skin. 
Ms. pcentral says I seriously thought of doing him in PINK!!!! 
cjwalas says Why's that, Tom? 
Torby says He said to keep my brush strokes long and the paint thin on the clay. 
Ms. pcentral says And Santa stands on his own, he is well balanced 
Rick Raively says I was thinking of doing a Santa Chris but went with Snoopy 
instead 
cjwalas says What paint are you using? 
Torby says So I scraped the skin off of Johnnie, one of my worst and painted him again. 
cjwalas says Wise choice, Log Boy!  
cjwalas says Great job, Y! 
Torby says (My Santa topples over if not for the manger.) 
Torby says This is some "Delta Cream" from Wal*Mart. 
Rick Raively says I only use Americana paint 
Torby says There's still some clear marks where brush strokes overlapped. 
cjwalas says If it's old paint, it needs to be shaken a lot first, then a little thinning 
might help. 
Rick Raively says Chris, why did you ask if I used colored clay or paint? 
Torby says Hmm... 
cjwalas says The color is so well defined and solid. 
Rick Raively says I only have a couple bars of clay.. Need to buy more - you mention 
that you squeeze the clay - what are you looking for? 
Rick Raively says I did spent a lot of time with a tiny brush to clean up the lines 
between the colors on snoopy, less so on Woodstock 
cjwalas says I have to turn my computer over to my daughter in a minute (don't 
ask). Great job everyone! I'm really impressed! Any last questions? 
Torby says Evening, Dana! 
Torby says Good night, Chris. 
cjwalas says Actually, it's the other one, Tom...Zena. 
Torby says Maybe I'll set a couple of these bottles on my paint mixing car. 
Torby says Oh. I don't think we've met, Zena. 
cjwalas says Have a great Holiday season, everyone! I'll see you in the new year! 
Ms. pcentral says Hey Zena!!!!! 
cjwalas says Zena's the 17 year old. 
Ms. pcentral says Night Chris
